The Faces of Katy “Sweet-16” Pack

Thanks for downloading the faces of “Katy”.

Even though she isn’t with MKT any more, her nickname still stays.  To the people in Fergus Falls, MN. that know her history, she’s still Katy!
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She was built in April of 1984, #16 of 20 GP39-2s ordered by MKT.  She was assigned road number MKT 375.  This group of workhorses was an  especially prideful group for MKT, and pulled loads to all the limits of the MKT line.

But her stay with MKT was unfortunately short-lived, and she and the others were sold to Union Pacific in 1988, and her road number was changed to UP 2374.  She pulled hard and faithfully for UP until 2000.
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Retired in 2000, she was renamed WP 2374 because UP wanted to free up the 2300 number series to use on their in-service SD60M fleet.

But after a few years of sitting idle, she was completely overhauled and repainted, and she was sold in 2005 to Otter Tail Valley Railroad (part of the Rail America family) and given the road number 3900, and that’s where she is today.  She makes daily runs from Fergus Falls to Fargo’s BNSF main, hauling mostly grain or coal.
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THE PROJECT:

I’ve always thought it would be a really cool idea to create a pack that has all the repaints of a particular engine, and I finally got my chance with Katy.  Our original project was just the OTVR 3900 version that runs today, and it wasn’t until we got the help of Kent Stough, Jr. that we were able to see more of this idea come to life.

The original MSTS version of Katy is based on the SLI.BN GP38-2 #2105, and took many weeks of work by my hero – re-painter Paul Watson.  While the SLI model was very close, there were some issues that needed the help of one of our favorites modelers, Jeff Auberpine – who created the magnificent freight animation file that added the missing details, and installed the larger rear grill.  My very special thanks to Jeff for his contribution because we couldn’t have had anything really close without some of his magic.  My meager contribution was in color modifications and renumbering.

It was Kent’s magic that created the UP versions of Katy, and I did some tweaking and renumbering of his UP paint to make the WP version.

INSTALLATION:

The repaint requires the Stream Lines Burlington Northern pack from SLI to work.

This installation is only slightly different from other downloads you’ve gotten many times before.  The difference is I wanted it to also sound as close to what she really sounds like as well as looks.  So after weeks of going through hundreds of bell and horn sound files, I found what I felt was the closest I could find to her real sounds TODAY.  The cab, I currently have aliased to Don Crano’s EMD Dark cabs – “lvlrdark.zip” for the OTVR engine, and “uplndark.zip” for the UP and WP engines.   I fixed the night views, so all you have to do is install the EMDDARK directory per the instructions and you’re ready to go.
1.  For normal installation, assuming you also have this cab installed, just extract everything directly into your TRAINS folder.  Nothing you already have will be overwritten, it will simply add the horn and bell sounds, and the reconfigured ENG and CAB .sms files.

2.  Copy the BN_GP38_2_2105.s file from the SLI.BN directory and paste it into each of  the three engine folders in this archive.  

For the UP engine:

rename BN_GP38_2_2105.s   to  UP_GP39-2_2374.s
For the WP engine:

rename BN_GP38_2_2105.s   to  WP_GP39-2_2374.s
For the OTVR engine:

rename BN_GP38_2_2105.s   to  OTVR_GP39-2_3900.s
If you are an experienced ENG file editor, and wish to use different sounds and cabview – by all means do so.  Simply delete the sound folder in my archive and use the one of your liking.

The Faces of Katy was a labor of love for some very talented people, and I hope you guys and gals enjoy her as much as we do.
